The Gulf of Maine Ocean Observing System (GoMOOS) has partnered with multiple States and NGOs to build a marine data exchange for the Gulf of Maine based on the WQX schema with extensions for buoys, trawls, beached bird surveys, and more (www.gomodp.org). The first stage of this project is the development of schema which ties together geospatial and time series data.  The GeoRSS includes polygons for collections like trawls. In the next phase, the group hopes to construct a data portal and find additional partners.
