Ohio

Ohio’s CROMERR application is currently under review by our Director Chris Korleski.  It is expected to be submitted to the Technical Review Committee by late October 2008.  Four program areas’ electronically received 40 CFR reports are involved:  Air Pollution Control, Hazardous Waste, Drinking and Ground Waters, and Surface Water for a total of 9 reports (Title V permits - permit content; Title V permits – permit applications and compliance certifications; Excess Emissions and Monitoring Performance Report Compliance Notification Report; HW Annual Report; Laboratory Approval; Reporting of analytical results; Primary Drinking Water Rules: Reporting requirements for public water systems; Industrial and Publicly Owned Treatment Works reports; National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System; and 401/404 Certification Application) being received now or in the near future.

Ohio built a Web portal we call the Ohio EPA eBusiness Center and upgraded some existing e-report collection capability making them Java versus client-server applications.  Our regulated community will submit their reports and applications via this Web portal where most of the CROMERR requirements of 3.2000 are met:  collection and management of account information, association of account with password and PIN, and all copy of record requirements with a few of the CROMERR requirements met via the program service modules to include:  opportunity to review human-readable version of submission, provision of the attestation language and PIN collection at submission.
